The water is strongly sulphurate
and its temperature varies from 46° C to 51.7C. °

Dhankot:

It lies 11 kms west of Gurgaon on Gurgaon -
Farrukhnagar Road. Tradition has it that milk was
supplied from this place to Guru Dronacharya and his
pupils at Gurugram (Gurgaon). It is also identified as
Thullkottiha (of the Buddhist literature) and was
visited by Lord Buddha.

Saiyad:

It lies 3 km west of Gurgaon on Gurgaon Dharampur
Road. Traditionally, the site is believed to be the
residential place of Guru Dronacharya and his pupils.
The site has yielded Painted Grey Ware and late
medieval remains
